PAST SIMPLE
            
El Past Simple (pasado simple) en inglés se usa para acciones terminadas en un momento específico del pasado. Se estructura añadiendo -ed a verbos regulares (ej. worked) o usando la segunda columna de verbos irregulares (ej. went) en afirmativo. En negativa e interrogativa se usa el auxiliar did/didn't + verbo en infinitivo

                                                   Estructura del Pasado Simple

· Afirmativa: Sujeto + verbo en pasado + complemento.
· Ejemplo:
 "She visited London last year" (Ella visitó Londres el año pasado).
· Negativa: Sujeto + did not (didn't) + verbo en forma base + complemento.
· Ejemplo: "I didn't go to the party" (No fui a la fiesta).
· Interrogativa: Did + sujeto + verbo en forma base + complemento + ?
· Ejemplo: "Did you finish your homework?" (¿Terminaste tu tarea?).

           Reglas de Verbos Regulares (-ed)
· General: Se añade -ed (work - worked).
· Terminados en -e: Se añade solo -d (live- lived).
· Consonante + y: Se cambia la y por -ied -(study - studied).

         Verbos Irregulares
       No siguen reglas y cambian su forma (ej. go  -  went,)   eat - ate,          have- had

Palabras clave
Se suele usar con expresiones de tiempo pasadas como yesterday (ayer), last night (anoche), last week (la semana pasada)				
  

Excepción: Verbo To Be (Was/Were)
El verbo to be no usa el auxiliar did. 
· I/He/She/It           was / wasn't
· You/We/They       were / weren't
· Ejemplo: "They were happy
