El "simple present" se utiliza:
· Para expresar hábitos y rutinas, hechos generales, acciones repetidas o situaciones, emociones y deseos permanentes:
I smoke (hábito); I work in London (permanencia); London is a large city (hecho general)
· Para dar instrucciones o indicaciones:
You walk for two hundred meters, then you turn left.
· Para hablar de eventos programados, presentes o futuros:
Your exam starts at 09.00.

¡Cuidado! El "simple present" no se utiliza para hablar de lo que está ocurriendo en este momento.

Ejemplos
· Hábitos y rutinas
He drinks tea at breakfast.
She only eats fish.
They watch television regularly.
· Eventos y acciones repetidos
We catch the bus every morning.
It rains every afternoon in the hot season.
They drive to Monaco every summer.
· Hechos generales
Water freezes at zero degrees.
The Earth revolves around the Sun.
Her mother is Peruvian.
I am student
· Instrucciones o indicaciones
Open the packet and pour the contents into hot water.
You take the No.6 bus to Watney and then the No.10 to Bedford.
· Eventos programados
His mother arrives tomorrow.
Our holiday starts on March 27th

Notas sobre la tercera persona del singular del "simple present"
· En la tercera persona del singular, el verbo siempre termina en -s:
he wants, she needs, he gives, she thinks.
· Para las formas negativa e interrogativa, se emplea DOES (= tercera persona del auxiliar 'DO') + el infinitivo del verbo.
He wants ice cream. Does he want strawberry? He does not want vanilla.
· Verbos que terminan en -y : en la tercera persona del singular, se cambia la -y por -ies:
fly --> flies, cry --> cries
Excepción: cuando una vocal precede a la -y:
play --> plays, pray --> prays
· Añadimos -es a los verbos que terminan en:-ss, -x, -sh, -ch:
he passes, she catches, he fixes, it pushes

· He goes to school every morning.
· She understands English.
· It mixes the sand and the water.
· He tries very hard.
· She enjoys playing the piano.




We use the simple present tense when an action happens regularly (or unceasingly, which is why it's sometimes called present indefinite). Depending on the person (third PERSON), the simple present tense is formed by using the root form or by adding ‑s or ‑es to the end.

📘 ¿Qué es el presente continuo en inglés?
El presente continuo (Present Continuous) se usa para hablar de acciones que están pasando ahora mismo, en este momento.

✅ ¿Cómo se forma?
Se forma con:
Sujeto + verbo “to be” (am / is / are) + verbo con -ing
👉 Ejemplos:
· I am eating → Yo estoy comiendo
· She is reading → Ella está leyendo
· They are playing → Ellos están jugando

👀 ¿Cuándo se usa?
Usamos el presente continuo para:
1. Acciones que ocurren ahora mismo:
· We are watching a movie.
(Estamos viendo una película ahora.)
2. Acciones temporales:
· I am living with my uncle this month.
(Estoy viviendo con mi tío este mes.)
3. Situaciones que cambian:
· The weather is getting colder.
(El clima se está poniendo más frío.)

⚠️ Algunos cambios ortográficos con -ing:
· run → running (dobla la consonante)
· make → making (quita la “e” final)
· swim → swimming (dobla la “m”)

A Haunted House Story

Next, we are walking up the stairs to the bedroom. The door is opening. A bed is shaking, and the closet is opening. We are hearing footsteps. We are not alone. A shadow is moving near the window. We are hiding behind the bed.
Then, we are going to the bathroom. The mirror is breaking, and the lights are blinking. The water is dripping, and something is writing on the mirror. We are not touching it. We are screaming. Something is in the bathroom with us.
We are running to the attic. Boxes are falling. A doll is staring at us. The floor is making strange sounds. We are trying to leave. We are opening the front door, but it is closing again. We are trapped!
Now, we are staying quiet in the hallway. We are listening carefully. The house is alive. We are very scared, and we are trying to escape.

PAST TENSE 


[image: Past tenses in English]



¿Qué es el pasado simple en inglés?
Past simple, simple past o pasado simple en español, es la forma más común de expresar acciones que comenzaron y concluyeron en un tiempo anterior. 
En inglés, el pasado simple o past simple es uno de los tiempos verbales esenciales y que se utiliza con mucha frecuencia. Al usar el pasado simple o past simple nos referimos a acciones que se llevaron a cabo en un tiempo anterior y finalizaron, bien sean generalidades o acciones cotidianas o que también se repiten.   
La fórmula básica de las afirmaciones en pasado simple es: Sujeto + verbo en pasado + complemento. Es la forma más sencilla, ya que lo único que debe hacerse es conjugar el verbo en pasado. ... Ej: “I bought a car last summer” (Yo compré un auto el verano pasado). “She went to the cinema yesterday” (Ella fue al cine ayer).

Tanto en inglés como en español, el tema de los verbos es extenso y, en ocasiones, no tan fácil. Con algunos verbos se aplican reglas sencillas y con otros solo queda aplicar la memoria.
Verbos regulares
En el caso de los verbos regulares, cuando se forma el pasado simple o simple past, basta con agregar la terminación -ED. Esto es una regla que se aplica en la mayoría de los casos, aunque tiene algunas excepciones.
Te mostramos algunos verbos regulares formando el pasado simple o simple past:

Verbos con cambios ortográficos y excepciones
A continuación te presentamos algunas reglas de ortografía a tener en cuenta cuando aplicamos el simple past:
· Si el verbo termina en e, solo se agrega -d. Ejemplo: love (amar) – loved. 
· Si el verbo termina en consonante más la y, esta se sustituye por i para luego agregar la terminación –ed. Ejemplo: cry (llorar) – cried. En cambio, si el verbo termina en vocal más la y, solo se agrega la terminación –ed. Ejemplo: enjoy (disfrutar) – enjoyed. 
· Si el verbo es monosílabo y termina en una vocal más una consonante, esta última se duplica para luego agregar la terminación -ed. Ejemplo: hug (abrazar) – hugged. Como toda regla, hay excepciones. Para aquellos verbos que terminan en c, x, w o y no aplica esta regla. Ejemplo: show (mostrar) – showed, play (jugar) – played. Tampoco para aquellos verbos monosílabos que terminan en dos vocales más una consonante. Ejemplo: cook (cocinar) – cooked.
Verbos irregulares
En cuanto a los verbos irregulares, estos no siguen reglas definidas para formar el pasado simple o simple past por lo que hay que estudiarlos en forma individual y memorizarlos.

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CÓMO ENTENDER EL PAST SIMPLE (NEGATIVE AND INTERROGATIVE)

Para formar oraciones negativas e interrogativas en pasado simple, se utiliza el pasado del verbo auxiliar do, es decir, did, acompañado del verbo correspondiente en infinitivo. No importa si el verbo es regular o irregular, puesto que todos los verbos utilizan el auxiliar did y el infinitivo (verbo en presente), nunca el pasado del verbo.

LO QUE DEBES SABER DEL PAST SIMPLE NEGATIVE

Si hay algo sencillo en el inglés es la formación de las frases negativas. Solo tienes que añadir el didn’t después del sujeto, dejar el verbo principal en su infinitivo y ¡listo!
Anne didn’t go to the office last week. (Anne no fue a la oficina la semana pasada)
Peter didn’t play football yesterday. (Peter no jugó al fútbol ayer).
No importa si el verbo es regular o irregular, pues siempre se mantendrá con su forma del infinitivo en las oraciones negativas, pero sin el to.
Para el verbo have, también se emplea el auxiliar did para formar el past simple negative y past simple interrogative.

Ejemplo: 
I didn’t have any pets when I was a child. (No tuve ninguna mascota cuando era niño).

LO QUE DEBES SABER DEL PAST SIMPLE INTERROGATIVE

Veamos ahora cómo se forma la frase interrogativa del pasado simple: 
Did + Sujeto + infinitivo del verbo sin to + objeto 
Ejemplos: 

Did you buy the book? (¿Compraste el libro?).
Did you study for the exam? (¿Estudiaste para el examen?).
Tal como ocurre en la forma del pasado simple negativo, la interrogación de este tiempo verbal se hace de una forma tan sencilla como puedes ver en el anterior ejemplo, sin conjugar ningún verbo. Tan sólo con el verbo auxiliar did (el pasado simple de do).

To Be - Negative Contractions
We can make negative contractions of the verb To Be in the Past tense by joining the verb (was or were) and n't (e.g. were not = weren't). We don't make a contraction of the subject and the verb (e.g. I was).
	I was not tired this morning.
	OR
	I wasn't tired this morning.

	You were not crazy.
	OR
	You weren't crazy.

	He was not married.
	OR
	He wasn't married.

	She was not famous.
	OR
	She wasn't famous.

	It was not hot yesterday.
	OR
	It wasn't hot yesterday.

	We were not invited.
	OR
	We weren't invited.

	You were not at the party.
	OR
	You weren't at the party.

	They were not friends.
	OR
	They weren't friends.
